Walk A Mile In Her Shoes® asks men to raise awareness about sexual assault and domestic violence by marching 
one mile in women’s high heeled shoes.  The walk will replace Open Arms’ traditional Bird House Auction 
fundraiser, as proceeds from sponsored walkers will benefit Open Arms.  Walkers have the option to “buy out” 
and trade in their heels for flip-flops if the task of walking one mile becomes too challenging.  A children’s area, 
food vendors and walker prizes will provide fun for the whole family.

Businesses and organizations are encouraged to register a team for the event.  The registration fee for adults is 
$20, or $10 with own heels, and $10 for students. Boys 16 years old and under can walk free with an adult.  The 
registration fee is waived for those who raise $200 or more in pledges.  The adult and student walkers with the 
highest amount of pledges will win the grand prize.
